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Application Process and Enrolment Requirements — EU Students

Candidates for admission to Minoan International College need to take the following steps to ensure a timely processing of their

applications:

Submit a properly completed Application Form to the Admissions Officer together with a non-refundable application fee of
€ 25 (photocopies of bank receipts must be included with the application package).

Submit a high school diploma* and a full and official transcript of academic record. If necessary, both documents should be
translated into English by an official authority.

* Students may apply while in their final year of high school and should submit a full and official transcript of academic record
up to the time of application.

Provide official copies of English language qualifications or official documentation of attendance at an English speaking High
School or University.*
